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ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION:

The one-and-a-half story Craftsman bungalow at 97 North Billerica Road is a rectangular dwelling. The main form is connected
to a large two story shed addition to the rear (west). The three by four bay dwelling rests on a stone foundation. The side gable
roof is sheathed in asphalt shingles. The roof extends east to engage the full width front porch. The porch is enclosed with glass
multi-pane windows over a stone base and lower walls. Above the porch a large gable dormer extends from the side gable roof.
Centrally located in the gable end of the dormer are three sash windows encased in wide panel molding and flanked by narrow
wood shutters with a crescent moon cut-out. The walls are clad with wood shingles. The bungalow retains a number of character
defining features including: The engaged porch, exposed rafters, and the exterior end chimney. Fenestration includes 6/1, 1/1,
and 4/1 sash windows. Second floor windows are flanked by wood shutters.

To the north west of the dwelling is a two-car garage. The low gable roof of the garage is sheathed in asphalt shingles. The walls
are covered in stucco. Across the front (east) elevation is a projecting hood that shelters the single wide overhead door.

In 1891 Aaron Osterman, a local dairy farmer, sold a portion of his farm to Frank Felker. In 1916 Aaron’s son Frederic Arthur and
his wife Mabel Osterman bought a parcel of land from Albion and Myra Felker for their home, They would buy additional land
from the Felkers in 1917 and 1931. Frank worked as a farmer (1910), as a dairyman (1920), and for Daniel Gage Ice Company,
suppliers of natural and manufactured ice (1930). The ice company also sold refrigerators. Frederic Arthur also worked for
Osterman Coal Company, a subsidiary of Daniel Gage Inc. providing coal, coke, and oil for home heating. His wife Mabel
worked as a bookkeeper for Osterman Coal Company. Mabel Gertrude [Trevors] Osterman died in 1971. The Osterman family
sold the house to William Hurley, the current resident, in 1973.
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
