The house at 1044 Andover Street is a two-and-a-half story dwelling. A two-story addition to the rear (west) forms a L-shaped
plan. The building rests on a granite foundation. The walls are clad in wood clapboards. The side gable roof is sheathed in
asphalt shingles. Two brick chimneys projects from the western slope of the side gable roof. The five by two bay building has a
centrally located entrance protected by a gable portico. The portico roof is supported by round columns. Each 2/2 sash window
is flanked by shutters.

Although deed research was only traced to the mid 19" century, according to its style the house likely was built c1780-1820.
Additional deed research would be necessary to determine an original owner.

The house and lands were part of a farm owned by Herbert Trull in the 19" century and purchased by his wife Amanda Jewett
Trull in a deed dated 1854, although historic maps indicate that the Trulls owned the house in 1852 (H Trull). The house was
occupied by George Washington Trull, a nephew of Herbert Trull, and George’s wife Clara. George Trull (b1849) farmed the 32
acres of land on the south side of Andover Street associated with the house. In 1880, four young male farm laborers lived with
the George Trull family as well as a female servant. In 1890 George W Trull owned the “Old Place” on the north side of the road,
two other houses, four barns, a carriage house, an ice house, and nearly 100 acres of land.

In 1894 George W Trull sold the house, attached barns (now demolished), ten acres on the north side of the road, and the 32
acres on the south side of the road to Robert J Bartlett. By 1901 George W Trull lived near the corner of Andover and Fiske
Streets. In 1918 the property was sold to Charles Hood of Hood Farms Inc. The farm was then part of a larger farm that included
properties on Andover, Fiske, and Bailey Streets. In 1922 Hood Farms sold the house and ten-acre house lot to Mary &
Jeremiah Keohane.

Additional owners include: Mary & Jeremiah Keohane (1922-1940); Sven & Anna Martinson (1940-1971); Stephen Bottari of
Tewksbury Realty Trust (1971-1973); John James and Gloria Fader (1970s); and Martin & Francis Lee Toth (1978-2009).
