Commission meeting, you
will be asked to briefly
describe your project. The
Commission may ask
questions at this time.
Assuming the application
is not being continued to a
later date, the
Commission will then vote
to issue a Negative
Determination of
Applicability (DOA) or a
Positive DOA.

ISSUANCE OF
DETERMINATION OF
APPLICABILITY (DOA)

A Negative DOA
essentially states that the
work is allowed to occur.
However, there may be
conditions that are
applied to the project.

A Positive DOA states that
the filing of a Notice of
Intent (NOI) is required —
a separate permitting
process — because
whatever is being
proposed will likely alter
wetland resource areas.

There is a 10-business day
appeal period following
the issuance of the DOA.
Assuming a Negative DOA
was issued, the applicant
can work at-risk during
this time.
